The images reproduced here are by Franca Giovanrosa (www.francagiovanrosa.it). Born
in Rome in 1978, she completed a BFA at the Bologna School for the Study of Visual,
Musical, and Performing Arts (D.A.M.S.) with a major in the psychology of art and a
dissertation on the artist Claudio Costa. She lives and works in Rome, Genoa, and
Bologna. Her photography is restive in nature, with a focus on human beings and their
environment, an experience she explores from every angle—and no detail, in this
exploration, is too small to make it into the story she weaves. Although she takes people
and cities into account as a whole, she will often key in on a single aspect in drawing out
the emotions and meanings that make up existence in its totality. Her latest work is
concerned with the urban landscape, capturing and narrating the lonesomeness which
can be detected in it as an everyday social landscape. Her first interest is in eliciting in
the viewer a spectrum of thoughts through a single image. It would thus be fair to say
that each image contains in itself a tract of humanity.
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
